   Holy Spirit empowers Believers to stand, to hear, & to walk with God 

           Events on Earth orchestrated by Spinning Wheels in Heaven 
 

Ezekiel 1:4    As I looked, behold, a storm wind was coming from the north, a great cloud with fire flashing forth continually and a bright light around it, 

   and in its midst something like glowing metal in the midst of the fire.  

 

 16    The appearance of the wheels and their workmanship was like sparkling beryl, and all four of them {i.e., the wheels} had the same form, 

   their appearance and workmanship being as if one wheel were within another. 

 

 15    Now as I looked at the living beings, behold, there was one wheel on the earth beside the living beings,      for each of      for the four of them. 

 

 26    Now above the expanse that was over their heads there was something resembling a throne, like lapis lazuli in appearance; and       on  

  above that which resembled a throne, high up, was a figure with         the appearance        the outline of a man. 

 

 27    Then I noticed from the appearance of His loins and upward something like glowing metal that looked like fire all around within it, and 

   from the appearance of His loins and downward I saw something like fire; and there was a radiance around Him. 

 

 Genesis 9:13   I set My bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a sign of a covenant between Me and the earth. 

 

 Revelation 4:3   And He who was sitting was like a jasper stone and a sardius in appearance; and there was a rainbow around the throne, 

     like an emerald in appearance. 

 

 28   As the appearance of the rainbow in the clouds on a rainy day, so was the appearance of the surrounding radiance.  Such was the appearance 

   of the likeness of the glory of the LORD.  And when I saw it, I fell on my face and heard a voice speaking. 

 

Ezekiel 2:1   Then He said to me, "Son of man, stand on your feet that I may speak with you!" 

 

 Proverbs 1:7    The fear of the LORD is the beginning of knowledge 

 

 1 John 4:18    There is no fear in love; but       perfect love      perfecting love casts out fear, because fear involves punishment, 

     and the one who fears is not being perfected in love.

 3    Then He said to me, "Son of man, I am sending you to the sons of Israel, to a rebellious people who have rebelled against Me; they and 

   their fathers have transgressed against Me to this very day.  

 

 6    And you, son of man, neither fear them nor fear their words, though thistles and thorns are with you and you sit on scorpions; neither fear 

   their words nor be dismayed at their presence, for they are a rebellious house. 

 

 9    Then I looked, and behold, a hand was extended to me; and lo, a scroll was in it.  

 

 10    When He spread it out before me, it was written on the front and back, and written on it were lamentations, mourning and woe. 

 

Ezekiel 3:1    Then He said to me, "Son of man, eat what you find; eat this scroll, and go, speak to the house of Israel."  

 

 2    So I opened my mouth, and He fed me this scroll.  

 

 3    He said to me, "Son of man, feed your stomach and fill your body with this scroll which I am giving you." Then I ate it, and it was
